1. - INTRODUCTION ((Arial Narrow, Bold, 12, capital)

It should include the rationale and purpose of the study with the current status of the technology addressed, making reference to strictly necessary bibliographic citations. It will not include data or conclusions of the work presented. 

It is necessary to show in the Introduction the reasons that have motivated the work and the concrete and practical objectives that are intended with the text, whether it is research, good practices or the state of the art of technology. It is not enough to consider as an objective the description of a work carried out with no consequences other than those of its execution, even if it is technically correct. It must present definite perspectives that this work makes a positive contribution to engineering and industry. The language and terms used in this section should be understood by a broad spectrum of readers even if they are not experts. (Arial Narrow, normal, 10)

DO NOT USE the Harvard citation system (author, year) for citations in the text, use reference numbering. The accuracy of bibliographic references is the responsibility of the author. If the references have DOI (Digital Object Identifier) it will be obligatory to include it in each one of them. It is possible to include as references accepted works, but not yet published, specifying the name of the publication followed by the expression "in press".

Care should be taken to verify that all citations placed in the text appear in the list of bibliographic references. References included in the text are presented at the end in numerical order in square brackets [1] according to the order of appearance in the text. A dot should follow parenthesis [2]. Multiple references may be cited with parentheses separated by a hyphen [1]-[3]. (Arial Narrow, normal, 8)
